Your inland marine coverage is essentially property insurance for your business personal property while it is away from your business location, being transported, or at jobsites.
 
You will want to make sure you know how your coverage is written.
- Theft of valuable materials is a common occurrence in your industry, as is theft of equipment.
- If your 5 year old scissor lift is stolen from a jobsite, will you receive the market value of a 5 year old unit or the value to replace it with a brand new piece of equipment?
- Is the limit of insurance high enough to reimburse you for the full market value or replacement value?
- If it is not, and you also have a coinsurance penalty on your policy, you will be penalized by received less dollars for your claim, as a penalty for having a limit of insurance that is too low. 
- Some common causes of loss that could affect your materials, tools, and equipment include flood damage, earthquake damage, theft, etc. Some insurance companies limited these causes of loss or completely exclude them.

General Liability is an important coverage for you all as a Contractor because it pays for bodily injury or property damage that result from your work. You should pay special attention to what exclusions this coverage has on your policy, because insurance companies may want to exclude things that could have catastrophic consequences, and that is when you probably want to rely on insurance coverage the most! Its important to know that if you have an exclusion, the insurance company will not pay to defend you against losses or damages caused to others by what is listed in the exclusion. 

Here are 5 of the most common GL exclusion endorsements we see attached to contractor’s insurance policies that could be problematic for you. 

For example:
#2 The Abuse and Molestation Exclusion is commonly used electrical contractor policies. You need to be careful of this exclusion, because if you are doing jobs at schools, nursing homes, daycares, hospitals, and any other place where there are children or vulnerable adults, your job contract may stipulate that you cannot have this GL exclusion on your policy. 
#3 Wrap-Up exclusion. More and more projects are asking you to enroll in their Owner or Contractor Controlled insurance program where you will rely on the insurance placed for the whole job and not your business policy. The problem is, if that jobsite wrap-up policy lapses due to non-payment of premium, has too low of limits that are exhausted, or has an insurance carrier that goes insolvent, you are still responsible for the damages, and if you have a Wrap-Up Exclusion on your GL, then your business policy won’t step up to protect you.

Business Errors and Omissions coverage fills coverage gaps that are in the General Liability policy. It covers the cost to redo your product and work, if you are responsible to fix errors. This is not covered by the GL policy.

This coverage may be one you need to carry due to a job contract insurance requirement, or you may want this coverage for a similar policy called a Professional Liability Policy for the professional services your business performs, or you may just prefer to have the additional insurance coverage for those common coverage gaps identified in the general liability coverage.

The most common Employment Related Practices liability claims in your industry tend to result from former Employees, bringing lawsuits against your business, alleging damages from wrongful termination, discrimination due to race disability gender, sexual harassment, or retaliation.

There is also potential of claims from job applicants as well.

You may want to check to make sure your policy language includes coverage for all of these types of allegations.

The key word here is “allegations”. Your business many not have done anything wrong, but that doesn’t prevent people from alleging you did something wrong that requires defense for your business. One of the most important parts of the Employment Related Practices liability coverage is defense costs. Some insurance companies include this amount within the limit of insurance, which means the limit is decreased when defense costs are paid, whereas other policies will pay for your defense above and beyond the limit of insurance, and your limit is use to pay only damages you are liable for.

Could your faulty work lead to a carbon monoxide event? If so, the total pollution exclusion is preventing your insurance coverage from responding.

You regularly sign job contractors, work orders, and bid letters. Within those you are agreeing to carry specified insurance coverage and limits.

The certificate of insurance shows the details about your insurance policy.

The contract may require you to add the General Contractor or Project Owner to your liability policies as an additional insured. It is not just a piece of paper, but has real coverage implications. Additional insured endorsements mean you are agreeing to let them piggy back off of your insurance coverage.

There are two common types of general liability additional insured endorsements. The ongoing operations additional insured endorsements provide coverage to that other party while the job is in progress. The completed operations additional insured endorsement provides them coverage after the job is completed, as injury or damage may occur down the road.

Ongoing Operations Additional Insured EXAMPLE: You’re hired by a General Contractor (GC) to complete electrical work in a commercial project, While using a ladder to install new electrical, your employee tipped the ladder and fell off, injuring two patrons of the commercial business and causing property damage. The claimants sue both you and the GC. Since the GC was listed as an additional insured for ongoing operations on your GL policy, your GL policy will pay the damages and defense for both the GC and your business entity.

Completed Operations Additional Insured EXAMPLE: You were hired by a GC to complete electrical work in a commercial project. One month after you complete the work, the building burns down and it was found to be the result of your negligence. The claimant sues both you and the GC. Since the GC was listed as an additional insured for completed operations on your GL policy, your GL policy will pay the damages and defense for both the GC and your business entity.

Read your contracts carefully and contact an attorney to assist you so you understand what risk you are taking on.

Top 10 most frequently cited OSHA standards for 2021:
1) Fall Protection
Citations were generally for failing to provide protection from falling objects, not using fall protection equipment correctly, and not having available fall protection for employees working at heights above 6 feet.

2) Respiratory Protection
Citations stemmed from lack of a written program, failing to conduct fit tests, not having a medical evaluation on employees who have to wear respirators, and lack of worksite-specific training for employees.

3) Ladders
Citations for lack of training on requirements like proper load capacity, stability, and correct ladder choice for the job.

4) Hazard Communication
Citations ranged from not having a written program, failing to have Safety Data Sheets (SDS) for chemicals in the workplace, incomplete employee training, and labeling mistakes.

5) Scaffolding
Citations were for lack of portable ladders to access the scaffold platforms, loading scaffolds beyond their capacity, and not protecting employees from fall hazards while working at heights of 10 feet or higher.

6) Fall Protection Training Requirements
Citations were given for lack of training, verification of compliance, inadequate knowledge of the standard, and fall protection measures.
 
7) Lockout/Tagout
Citations were generally issued for failing to use locks and tags as needed, lack of a written program, and not removing employees from the area during maintenance and service of machines or equipment.

8) Eye and Face Protection
Citations were issued for failure to ensure employees were using eye protection when eye or face hazards were present, and ensuring employees with prescription lenses wear appropriate fitting eyewear.

9) Powered Industrial Trucks
Citations included lack of operator training and unsafe forklifts, which include motorized hand trucks.

10) Machine Guarding
Citations included lack of protection for point-of-operation, blades, nip points, and other machinery parts that pose a hazard.
